Dances With Dogs Classes
Dances With Dogs (DWD) is a newly recognised discipline of dog sport, made official in South Australia in November 2011. CBS, although not affiliated with the South Australian Canine Control, Dogs SA, is offering DWD classes in 2012. 
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DWD encompasses two separate divisions: 

(a) Dances With Dogs Freestyle and 

(b) Heelwork to Music

The discipline is basically described as obedience with attitude choreographed to music.

The classes are aimed at competition level, in case students decide to participate in trials, demonstrations and exhibitions. Most important the classes offer you a fun activity to do with your dog enabling you to teach more behaviours and build a stronger bond with your dog.
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The CBS DWD classes are aimed at the following levels:

· Starters

Novice

· Intermediate

· Advanced

Within each class, appropriate levels of Freestyle (Fs) and Heelwork To Music (HTM) will be taught. It is not necessary for the dog to “master” all the behaviours taught at a lower level before attempting the next level, because there are behaviours that may take some dogs months to learn. 
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All classes run a school term. The first week will be a revision class for students who have come up through the ranks of CBS and for members of the public, an Introductory session, without the dog, to learn the ground rules and Learning Theory.
Prices:
 $120 for members of the public and this includes 2 training manuals.

 $80 for former CBS students. This includes a DWD Train At Home Guide.

Classes will run with a minimum of 4 people and a maximum of 8. Basic obedience and manners will not be taught in these classes. Enquire and join http://positivelydogs.com/classes/dances-with-dogs-2/
